ALL donations, however large or small, can now qualify for Gift Aid, enabling BRF (on behalf of Grow with the
Bible) to reclaim from the UK Government the tax you have paid on your donation.

To take advantage of the new Gift Aid Scheme you must be a UK taxpayer and pay sufficient income tax (at
whatever rate) or capital gains tax in each year to cover the tax reclaimed on your giving (currently 28p for
every £1 you give).

All you have to do is tell us that you want your donation to be treated as a Gift Aid donation. This one-off
declaration (included in the Response Form below) can cover all donations that you make to BRF in future as
well.
